The Lost Child of Philomena Lee: A mother, her son and a 
fifty year search by Martin Sixsmith 

 

This in-depth account of hardship of so-called ‘fallen 
women’ in Ireland in the 1950s and is an emotional story 
of one mother’s love for her child and the loss of this 
child.  

After falling pregnant Philomena Lee is sent to a convent 
near Tipperary as a ‘fallen woman’ and is cared for by 
the nuns until her baby is born.  Philomena cared for her 
son, Anthony, and at three years of age Anthony was 
adopted by an American couple.  Philomena had been 
coerced into signing documents promising never to look for him. Despite 
this she spent the next fifty years secretly searching for him and 
unbeknownst to her, Anthony (now known as Michael) was trying to find 
her. 

This is the story of a mother and a son whose lives were scarred by 
hypocrisy on both sides of the Atlantic and of the secrets they were forced 
to keep.  

This story is compelling reading and was the source of a great movie 
starring Judi Dench.
